He hails from a radio 
family, and has been on the air since he was 12-years old, starting at KDMA Radio in Montevideo, 
Minnesota.  Hennen is a News/Talk broadcasting pioneer having started the first ever all news and 
talk radio station in North Dakota with the launch of KCNN in Grand Forks, North Dakota/East Grand 
Forks, Minnesota.  His talk radio hosting career began in 1992 when he started the first  
call-in show in North Dakota and Western Minnesota named Hot Talk.  Since, he has interviewed 
thousands of newsmakers including Presidents Carter, Clinton and Bush 41 and 43.  Vice President 
Dick Cheney is a regular guest on his show.  He has been honored with several invites to the White 
House and the Oval Office.  Hennen left KCNN in 2001 after 17 years to become General Manager 
at WDAY radio in Fargo/Moorhead, where he expanded Hot Talk to reach a larger audience.  In 
the spring of 2008, he left WDAY to become a radio station owner, with the formation of SMAHH 
Communications (named for the whole Hennen family: Scott, wife Maria, son Alex and daughters 
Hannah and Haley) and Great Plains Integrated Marketing headquartered in Fargo and Medora, 
North Dakota.  His new program, The Scott Hennen Show, features an all-new listener interactive 
brand called “The Common Sense Club”, plus several digital offerings including a daily TV webcast.
